SC gives Telangana six weeks to
submit forest restoration plan

NEW DELHI: The Supreme
Court granted the Telangana gov-
ernment six weeks to present a
comprehensive proposal for re-
storing the large-scale deforesta-
tion in the Kancha Gachibowli
forest area, while emphasising
that development must not come
at the cost of environmental de-
struction.

A Bench comprising Chief
Justice of India BR Gavai, along
with Justice K Vinod Chandran,
recorded the State’s submission.

Senior Advocate Abhishek
Manu Singhvi, appearing for the
state, said that all deforestation
work had been halted and a resto-

ration plan was being prepared.

“Come with a good proposal,”
the CJI remarked, adding, “If you
bring a genuinely good plan, we
will withdraw this case and give
you a real compliment. We want
the environment to be protected.”

The Court reiterated that while
it is not opposed to development, it
must be sustainable, balancing en-
vironmental and wildlife protection
with growth. “The forest that has
been destroyed must be restored,”
the Bench said in its order, listing
the matter after six weeks.

The case, taken up suo motu,
stems from allegations of large-
scale felling of over 1,000 trees

in the Kancha Gachibowli area
without environmental clear-
ance.In earlier hearings, the CJI
had warned the State of con-
tempt proceedings, holding the
Chief Secretary personally ac-
countable if restoration was not
undertaken.

The Court had also observed
that over 60 percent of the
cleared land comprised moder-
ately to heavily dense forest, cit-
ing a Forest Services report.

In April, the apex court re-
strained all activity in the area
except measures to protect ex-
isting trees after reviewing pho-
tographs and a report from the

High Court Registrar (Judicial)
showing widespread tree felling
and heavy machinery operations
over nearly 100 acres.

The Court had directed the
Central Empowered Committee
to inspect the site and submit a
report, and ordered the Telan-
gana Wildlife Warden to take im-
mediate protective measures for
the local wildlife.

With Tuesday’s order, the
State now has six weeks to pro-
duce a “holistic” restoration plan
balancing ecological protection
with legitimate development
needs, for further review by the
Court.

stray dog issue

NEW DELHI: Chief Justice of In-
dia BR Gavai agreed to examine con-
cerns surrounding the Supreme Court’s
recent order directing the removal of
stray dogs from Delhi-NCR, after the
directive sparked strong criticism from
animal rights groups.

During a mention before the CJI-led
Bench, counsel pointed out that a previ-
ous Bench headed by Justice Mahesh-
wari had passed orders against relocat-
ing community dogs. At the outset, CJI
Gavai noted that recent orders had al-
ready been issued on the matter but as-
sured that he would look into the issue.

A Bench of Justices JB Pardiwala
and R Mahadevan ordered that all stray
dogs in Delhi-NCR be captured and
shifted to dedicated dog shelters, with
a bar on releasing them back into lo-
calities even after sterilisation. Solici-

tor General Tushar Mehta informed the
Court about possible interventions by
animal rights activists, prompting the
Bench to caution that contempt pro-
ceedings could be initiated against any-
one obstructing the implementation of
its directions.

“All these animal activists and so-
called lovers, will they be able to bring
back the children who have fallen prey
to rabies? Let’s take a practical view of
the matter,” the Court remarked, criti-
cising activists for ignoring the human
cost of stray dog attacks. The Court had
taken suo motu cognisance in July fol-
lowing a Newspaper report titled “City
Hounded By Strays, Kids Pay Price,”
highlighting alarming statistics, an av-
erage of 20,000 dog bite cases nation-
wide daily, with 2,000 reported in Delhi
alone.

Shiv Sena (UBT) slams ruling coalition

MUMBALI: Shiv Sena (UBT) Uddhav
Thackeray asserted that his faction will re-
tain control of the Brihanmumbai Munici-
pal Corporation (BMC) while taking a dig
at the ruling coalition (Mahayuti), saying,
“Do not expect justice from those who
have grabbed power through deceit”.

Thackeray was speaking at a meeting
of Ganeshotsav mandal representatives
held in the run-up to the upcoming Ga-
nesh festival ahead of the Mumbai civic
polls that are scheduled to be held in Oc-
tober. The civic polls have become a pres-
tige battle for all the political parties.

There is a probablity of an alliance
between the Thackeray-led Shiv Sena and
Raj Thackeray’s Maharashtra Navnirman
Sena (MNYS).

On the other hand, the Bharatiya Janata
Party (BJP) and the Shinde-led Shiv Sena
faction are determined to wrest control of
the civic body from the Thackeray camp.

Against this backdrop, Thackeray ex-
pressed confidence that the BMC would
remain with his group even after the
polls.

Pointing to the problems being faced
by Thousands of Mumbai residents trav-
elling to Konkan for Ganeshotsav due to
poor road conditions and infrastructure,
Thackeray urged Ganeshotsav mandals to
question Chief Minister Devendra Fadna-
vis that they will not pay fines imposed
for digging pits to erect festival pandals
until all potholes from Mumbai to Konk-
an are repaired.
